The staff 
members will evaluate the area by late this afternoon and will then be in contact with the 
Humane Society SPCA of Bexar County for more supplies, staff, and/or volunteers.

Katrina and Rita.  In partnership with the Red Cross, the shelter will also help with the 
identification of missing pets and assist with the location of those animals which include 
dogs, puppies, cats, and goats.
